Student-centered Learning?

Scenario # 1

To what degree does the  brief scenario below point to student-centered learning?  Rate it from 0 (low) to 10 (high).  Make a list of the areas that contribute to a student-centered learning environment and a second list of those that distract from it.

Since all of the scenarios below are incomplete, you are welcome to make presumptions as long as you state them up front.

A seventh grade class is studying Ancient Civilizations. The teacher has assigned groups to different ancient civilizations.  Students must research their civilization and answer questions that the teacher has given them as well as questions of interest that they themselves have identified.  Each student in the group is responsible for certain questions that were assigned as well as their own.  As they locate information on the Internet students must determine the source of the information and ascertain if the information comes from a reliable source. Students are told that they must verify reliability of information by locating the same information from two different sources. Once they locate the information, students must meet with the teacher to present their organization of the information prior to preparing their final presentation. They must present what they learned to the rest of the class using PowerPoint.
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
