Student-centered Learning?

Scenario # 2
To what degree does the scenario below point to student-centered learning?  Rate itfrom 0 (low) to 10 (high).  Make a list of the areas that contribute to a student-centered learning environment and a second list of those that distract from it.

Since all of the scenarios below are incomplete, you are welcome to make presumptions as long as you state them up front.

Students in Health & Community class are studying about childcare issues in their community. There is a childcare crisis in their community due to lack of availability. Students will research the problems and present possible solutions to the Family Center, local Select Board and regional legislative leaders.  The teacher has identified, explained, and reviewed with the students the Vermont Grade Expectations that will be assessed in this unit.  The teacher meets with students in groups of 2 or 3 to determine their prior knowledge and identify any misconceptions they may have with regards to the identified standards. The teacher, working with the students, develop rubric that will guide the students in their project and the teacher in assessing the results. At this point the teacher reviews possible ways they students may select to be assessed including a video documentary of their work, a public presentation, a written report, or an alternative assessment proposed by the student group and agreed to by the teacher. They discuss all sorts of problems, rumors, and issues that they are aware of on this topic.  After some initial discussion, the teacher asks the students to identify specific areas of interest to them.  She then groups the students by areas of interest and asks them to develop a hypothesis about their topic.  Students then go through a lengthy process of researching their topic using information gleaned from Internet resources, interviews within the community and an on-line survey sent to parents of all students. After analyzing their data students meet with their teachers to discuss their next steps. 
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
